o If you have reserved a room at a dormitory with the Studentenwerk Wiirzburg, you
can obtain your key from the facilities manager of the respective dormitory Monday
to Thursday between 7:30 am and 4:00 pm and on Fridays between 7:30 am and
1:00 pm. This does not apply on holidays.

o Please note these holidays when planning your travel! Public holidays in March of
April (dates vary each year): Good Friday (Karfreitag) and Easter Monday
(Ostermontag).

o Public holiday on the 3rd of October: Day of German Reunification (Tag der
Deutschen Einheit).

You should complete your enrolment at the International Students Office as soon as
possible after your arrival. More information.

e Current biometric passport pictures (2 photos)

e Certificates (School leaving certificate, verification of German language skills, possibly higher
education certificate). Bring translations and legalizations ifnecessary.

e 220 power adapter or a German plug system adapter

e Clothes for all types of weather. Wiirzburg enjoys a lot of sun, but can also get cold in winter and
get rain in spring and fall.
