 Dormitory  

o If you have reserved a room at a dormitory with the Studentenwerk Würzburg, you can 

obtain your key from the facilities manager of the respective dormitory Monday to 

Thursday between 7:30 am and 4:00 pm and on Fridays between 7:30 am and 1:00 pm. 

This does not apply on holidays. 

o Please note these holidays when planning your travel! Public holidays in March of April 

(dates vary each year): Good Friday (Karfreitag) and Easter Monday (Ostermontag). 

Check out the holidays in Bavaria. 

o Public holiday on the 3rd of October: Day of German Reunification (Tag der Deutschen 

Einheit).

To recive the Student ID card, you must first complete the online enrollment. You will also need 

to send some documents to the International Students Office by email. More information.
