o Please note these holidays when planning your travel! Public holidays in March or April
(dates vary each year): Good Friday (Karfreitag) and Easter Monday (Ostermontag).

o Public holiday on the 3rd of October: Day of German Reunification (Tag der Deutschen
Einheit).
