Photo 1: The picture was taken at the Würzburg Jewish Cemetery and shows several rows of 

gravestones, most of them identical, rather small and made of concrete. They look plain and stick out 

of the green grass. 

 

 

It is about 60 cm high, of ochre 

colour and has a Hebrew inscription. Below is written in German "Oldest gravestone of this cemetery, 

Amalie Bechhöfer 1881" (The date should be corrected to 1882)". 
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Photo 3: This picture shows one of the small concrete gravestones, the gravestone of Jette 

Steinberger, born 1864 and died 1942. The top of the stone is overgrown with dark moss. 

 

 

Photo 4: This picture is a photograph from the 1930s and shows the Steinberger family in front of their 

house in Dettelbach. The family members are lined up in two rows. In the front row the grandparents 

Jette and Hermann Steinberger sitting with three grandchildren (Hanni, Eva, Eric) standing by their 

side, in the back row four out of six children, two have their partners by their side. 
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Photo 5: The picture shows a hand-drawn historical map of Dettelbach in shades of brown and green. 

One house is marked with a blue circle as the home of the Steinberger family. 

 

 

Photo 6: This picture is a photo of the Steinberger house as it looks today. It is a stately house made of 

natural stone, with wine-red shutters. The house is decorated with flowers on the floor and on the

Photo 7: This picture is a painting. The signature in the upper right corner reads Eva 7 years, Käte 5 

years, painted in Cincinnati in March 1939. It shows two girls in the same light blue dress. Both girls 

are sitting, the older girl more in the foreground holding the other around her waist, while the 

younger has her arm around her sister's neck. The expression of the painting is calm and the girls’ 

faces reveal contentment. 

 

Photo 8: This picture is a photo of Eva Steinberger from recent years. It is a close-up and shows her as 

an elderly lady in a blue dress, smiling radiantly into the camera. 
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Photo 9: This picture shows the Holocaust memorial wall at the Jewish Community Center of Greater 

Dayton. It is a work of art and consists of a white marble plaque with a bronze relief framed by 

wooden posts. The relief shows people stretching their arms upwards where the golden inscription in 

Hebrew and English reads: In memory of six million - loved in life, undivided in death. 

 

Photo 10: The picture shows a photograph of the Holocaust Monument in the Jewish Cemetery in 

Würzburg. The Monument is 4 metres high, in the shape of gravestone with the typical Hebrew 

engraving at the bottom. In the centre, it bears an inscription honouring the Jewish victims of the 

Shoah that came from Würzburg and Lower Franconia.
