This is followed
by on-campus preparation (by partner universities) or
online-preparation (students outside the partner universi-
ties). Each participant submits a transnational essay on a
selected aspect of adult education and lifelong learning by
mid January.

In February, all participants meet for a two-week
intensive programme at the Wirzburg Winter School.
During the Winter School, international policies in
adult and lifelong learning are discussed, field visits to
adult and continuing education providers are arranged,
and comparisons made between selected issues in the
field of adult and lifelong learning.
