* KNU will email every student’s transcript (English version) to the partner
universities without request. It will be in mid-July for the spring semester
and in mid-January for the fall semester.

Living in South Korea

Accommodation and Meals

» We offer exchange students two different types of lodging (two person or three person rooms). Due to the limited number of rooms available, there
is no assurance that all students will be assigned to their preferred lodging. (No kitchen facilities)
» The Office of International Affairs processes a new student's dormitory application during the first semester only. Therefore, when students begin

their studies at KNU, newly admitted students shouldn't worry about dormitory application.

+ Although dorms are not equipped with kitchens, there are several cafes and cafeterias on campus and restaurants off campus.
Campus cafeterias require students to purchase a meal ticket for each visit.
