Housing Information If program students apply by the official application deadline for a roomin a
dormitory, they will have guaranteed accommodation! The Student Housing
Service is responsible for ten dormitories in various locations in Wirzburg.
Amenities:

e Single apartments or single rooms in shared apartments, in which two to
four students share a kitchen and bathroom;

e Allrooms and apartments are furnished;

e Dishes, cooking items, bedding, and towels are not provided;

e Rents range from € 160,00 to € 350,00 per month, depending on the size of
the room/apartment and its equipment;

Length of stay:

e Student accommodations are granted for six months (beginning with the
semester on 1 April or 1 October) or 12 months (for one year stay). A
shorter rental period is not possible;

e Participants who participate in the intensive language course before the
semester begins can get a dorm room one month earlier, so that the length
of the contract increases to 7 or 13 months;

Housing Application Deadline 15 June for the winter semester — 15 January for the summer semester
Please note: Dormitory housing is only guaranteed if students apply and pay the
deposit by the deadline! Please note that you can already apply for housing
without having the admission letter from us! After having sent us your application,
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you will receive a mail with information on how to apply for dormitories.

Costs and financing Costs for living: approx. 550 - 800 Euro / month (depending on your life style and

apartment rent).
Financing: you can find some ideas of scholarships and working possibilities on our

website.
Visa Requirements e To find out if you need a visa, please check the list of the Ministry of Foreign
Affairs;

e Students from the European Union and several other countries (e.g.
EFTA-countries, USA and Japan) do not need a visa to enter Germany, just a valid
passport or identification card;

e Exchange students who are not from an EU country need a resident permit.
Make an appointment as soon as possible after your arrival with the Wiirzburg
Immigration Office (Auslanderamt) in the City Hall.

e Request your visa well in advance. Gathering all of the necessary documents can

take time;
e Upon arrival, students need to register for a residence permit (approx. Cost: 100
EUR).
Insurance Requirements Adequate health insurance is required for registration. Home insurance companies

should be contacted before departing to Germany. A German insurance company
will verify the insurance status of students.
Arriving and Pickup e By airplane: Airport Frankfurt/Main or Nirnberg with direct ICE-train

connections to Wiirzburg

e By train: Easily accessible from all directions (www.bahn.de)

e Public transport in Wiirzburg: With the WVV problem-free to the various
university buildings and student dormitories.
